Australian Carriage Driving Society National Show D riving Championships

Following our successful experience at the ACDS State Carriage Driving Championships, the Gym-
pie RDA Carriage Drivers decided to progress to the "Nationals' and we were thrilled to be invited by
ACDS to compete. This would be a huge step up from the "States' and we knew we would have to
seriously lift our game. Whilst our Carriages are both “working carriages' and are judged accordingly,
we knew they were both long overdue for a re paint and spruce up. As the "Nationals' were going to
be at Caboolture which was a lot closer than Jimboomba we decided to take 2 Carriages and both
our horses - Zac and Bobby. This would enable us to enter 4 Drivers in the 3 RDA Events and would
mean that more Drivers could compete. We had less than a month to prepare and the whole Gympie
Carriage Driving Team swung into action.

-Shena bought the blue paint in our team colours and enlisted the help of Alan and Helen to start the
painting job. One Thursday morning after Driving everyone helped to clean and sand the Car-
riages.

-Shena painted the new RDA Logo on the back of our Carriage and it looked extremely professional.
